He always came first in his class, was the sharpest and
most intelligent among his classmates. Yet, due to being
from the Mahar caste, he was treated with
discrimination. In school, he was made to sit separately
and was not allowed to sit on the bench. He was also
forbidden to drink water from the same pot; a peon had
to pour water for him. Many children did not even tou&1
him or play with him. ¥
At that time, caste discrimination was at its peak. He
never gave up hope despite this'’behaviour. He was
surprised at the discrimination shown-tewards him by his
own classmates. Later, when he progressedite.high
school, new challenges awaited him. In childhoed, this
discriminatory behaviour did not affect him much, but
gradually these wounds began to cause deep pain in his
heart.

Soon, the time came for him to choose a second language
in school. He chose Sanskrit as his second language,
because he wanted to study it deeply. But due to being
from the Mahar caste, he was not allowed to study
Sanskrit. The principal rejected his request. In 1907,
Bhimrao passed the matriculation examination in the first
division.

In 1912, he obtained his B.A. degree. Later, he went
abroad for higher studies. In America, he saw that there
was no discrimination or prejudice against anyone, unlike
in India.
